The Board briefly discussed hiring an individual to serve as a Building Inspector or using the
company, Safe Built. It was pointed out the Cities of Flushing and Montrose use this company
and is satisfied with them. Supervisor Thorsby stated Safe Built would also help with the
process of returning Building Inspection to the Township from the State. Supervisor Thorsby
stated the Township would have to go the State Board that oversees returning Building
Inspection to the Township and they only meet quarterly and it is quite an involved process.

There was discussion regarding Code Enforcement and it was pointed out Safe Built could also
perform this responsibility. Trustee Westenbarger pointed out the enforcement was currently
being done by the Police Department.

Trustee McGrath questioned what effect this would have on the Planning Commission and it was
stated reports would be generated and shared with the Planning Commission.
